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�e State Capital Publishing Museum's architectural signi�cance cannot be overstated. Designed by Belgian architect Joseph 

Pierre Foucart-who drew up plans for several other prominent Guthrie buildings-it proudly serves today as a unique example 

of early 20th century Oklahoma architecture and is a popular anchor in Guthrie's National Historic Landmark District, the 

largest of its kind in the United States. 

Today, the four-story, 40,000 square foot building still houses vintage printing presses and other historical items and architec-

tural details that are of signi�cant importance to Oklahoma's history and need protecting for generations yet to come. With 

this in mind, the museum's board of directors has created a strategic plan that features important steps for restoring the 

building so it can reopen in the near future as a museum and multi-use facility. Restored, functional windows are required 

prior to making a major investment in a new heating and air conditioning system. An external elevator will make us ADA 

compliant to all four �oors.
